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Mission and Vision
The mission of the Doctoral School of Biology at the University of Szeged is to train highly qualified researchers who can conduct independent and internationally relevant research in the field of biology, thereby contributing to a deeper understanding of biological systems and laying the scientific foundations for a sustainable future. The Doctoral School envisions the generation of research results across various branches of biology – including biodiversity, molecular and cell biology, ecology, biotechnology, and life science interfaces – that are applicable and impactful on scientific, economic, and societal levels.

We place special emphasis on addressing scientific questions that respond to environmental and public health challenges, as well as on advancing the industrial and technological applications of biology. We support multidisciplinary and applied research directions based on collaboration not only within the life sciences but also across informatics, chemistry, agricultural sciences, and environmental studies.

Promoting Scientific Excellence
The foundation of our research activity is scientific quality and innovation. Our goal is for research groups and doctoral students to produce an increasing number of publications in leading international journals of their respective fields. We encourage and support research initiatives that contribute to the development of infrastructure and provide enhanced laboratory opportunities. We are committed to fostering the social and economic utilization of research results, including the development of novel biological technologies or applications in nature conservation.

Talent Development and Research Career Building
We support the individual research careers of our doctoral students through mentoring, personalized training pathways, and the conscious development of competencies acquired during doctoral studies. We promote participation in international conferences, research exchange programs, and encourage active involvement in research projects. We consider it essential that students gain experience in grant writing, scientific communication, and educational tasks during their training.

Strengthening International Collaboration
One of the School’s key goals is to become an integral part of international research networks. To this end, we encourage joint publications, co-supervision, and the involvement of foreign co-authors, reviewers, and consultants. We also support the establishment of strategic partnerships with doctoral schools, laboratories, and research institutes both within and beyond Europe.

Fostering Innovation, Applicability, and Interdisciplinarity
Biological research often yields direct economic and societal benefits. We therefore support the generation of results suitable for patenting and close collaboration with industrial partners. We prioritize interdisciplinary research projects, particularly in areas such as bioinformatics, medical biotechnology, microbiomics, ecosystem research, and sustainable agriculture.
